YEZIDISM AS A PHENOMENON OF THE NEAR EASTERN
NON-DOGMATIC MILIEU
(SUMMARY)

The current scholarly report is devoted to the analysis of Yezidism
as a phenomenon of the Near Eastern non-dogmatic milieu.

Yezidism represents a unique ethno-religious phenomenon and
remains insufficiently studied as a stable model of non-dogmatic
religiosity and as a segment of a meta-religious tradition, whose
elements appear in a number of regional doctrines /122; 133; 134;
66; 67; 68/.

Originating from a Sufi order, Yezidism demonstrates, despite its
departure from Islam, systematic parallels with Sufism as well as with
extreme Shi‘ite and Gnostic currents, allowing it to be considered an
organic part of the broader heterodox environment of the region.
Given the extremely low probability of mutual influence between
closed communities, most of these shared features should be
attributed to common markers of the Near Eastern non-dogmatic
milieu, manifested in conceptually different doctrines /2; 48; 53/.

The aim of the study is to identify structural, typological, and
symbolic connections between the Yezidi tradition and other religious
systems of the region, without reducing Yezidism to derivative forms
of other doctrines.

The main tasks include analyzing Sufi, extreme Shi‘ite, and
Gnostic elements within Yezidism, comparing their semantics and
functions, and determining the place of Yezidism within the religious
system of the Near East.

The methodological framework combines classical approaches in
religious studies — comparative, phenomenological, and structuralist
— which view religious phenomena as manifestations of the universal
experience of the sacred and aim to identify structural analogies /115;
116; 152; 135/, with contemporary cognitive models that reveal
universal mechanisms of perception and representation of the
supernatural /84; 85; 74/.
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The scientific novelty of the study lies in the systematic analysis of
Yezidism as a stable model of non-dogmatic religiosity through the
lens of the region’s non-dogmatic milieu. Its practical significance lies
in the potential application of this concept for analyzing analogous
religious phenomena, as well as for educational and expert purposes.

The Yezidi community, formed on the basis of the Adawiyya Sufi
order between the 11th and 14th centuries in Northern Mesopotamia
and gradually departing from Islam, transformed into a closed sect
with a non-missionary doctrine. The formation of this new religious
doctrine occurred in a context of a tolerant ideological environment,
which allowed it to integrate heterogeneous elements characteristic of
the Near Eastern non-dogmatic milieu, defined in this study as a
collection of currents without a fixed canon or centralized dogmatics
12/

Analyzing the emergence of Yezidism requires taking into account
several key elements of the religious environment of Northern
Mesopotamia at the beginning of the second millennium CE, which
are presented in the Introduction. Chief among these are the cult of
the Umayyad dynasty, which had lost, by that time, political power but
retained religious authority. Two representatives of the Dynasty, Sufi
Sheikh Adi ibn Musafir, founder of the Adawiyya order that later
transformed into the Yezidi community, and the most notorious,
second Umayyad caliph Yazid ibn Muawiya, are sacralized in tradition
as divine representatives of the Yezidi sacred triad /122, cc. 15-27;
68, pp. 37-44, Takxe 41; 134; 51; 125; 68, pp. 45-50/. Sufism,
which became the backbone of the first Yezidi community, was also
among the essencials of the regional religious landscape. It naturally
had a significant influence on the formation of various aspects of
Yezidism, particularly on the shaping of the principal figure of the
Yezidi sacred triad /68, pp. 9-36/. Other crucial elements of the Near
eastern reliogious space were the emerging extreme Shi‘a trends,
with their emphasis on esoteric knowledge (‘ilm al-batin) /144; 151;
13; 3/, as well as Gnostic ideas, which permeated virtually all non-
dogmatic Near Eastern currents /53; 54; 70/.

The first chapter examines Sufi elements in Yezidism. As a
mystical current within Islam and a precursor of Yezidism, Sufism had
the greatest impact on its formation /2, pp.65-66/. The Yezidi
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tradition adapted various historical figures, concepts, and terminology
from Sufism, integrating them into its own religious system and
endowing them with new meanings. Yezidism inherited the cult of
early Sufi saints, represented as Yezidi saints whose ideas are
reinterpreted according to Yezidi doctrine and hagiography woven
into Yezidi mythological history /6 /. The key Sufi figure in Yezidism is
Sheikh Adi ibn Musafir, founder of the Adawiyya order, sacralized as a
deity. Other Sufi characters incorporated into the Yezidi tradition
include such outstanding mystics as Husayn al-Hallaj, Rabi‘a al-
‘Adawiyya, Zu-n-Nun, etc. Al-Hallaj, an exponent of ecstatic Sufism, is
regarded in the tradition as a Yezidi martyr, and his conflict with
rationalist Sufism and, more broadly, with Islamic dogma reflects the
ideological opposition between Yezidism and Islam. Rabi‘a al-
‘Adawiyya, a mystic known for her concept of selfless, overwhelming
love for god, is adapted in the Yezidi tradition as a model of
asceticism and spiritual perfection /45; 19; 6/.

A critical Sufi element in Yezidism is the idea of the apologia of
Satan, manifested in the cult of the Peacock Angel (Malak-Tawus),
head of the Yezidi sacred triad. This early Sufi idea justifies and
glorifies the fallen angel who disobeyed Allah’s command and refused
to bow to Adam, created from clay. Satan (Shaytan/lblis) is
characterized here as the ultimate monotheist, recognizing only a
single object of worship. While the cult of Malak-Tawus is not
documented in Sufism proper, the idea of the apologia of Satan,
which evidently existed in the Adawiyya Sufi milieu, became central in
Yezidism and significantly contributed to the image of its principal
deity /66; 68, pp. 9-36/.

The chapter also analyzes a number of Sufi terms that were
reflected in the Yezidi tradition with transformed meanings /50; 8/.

The second chapter examines parallels between Yezidism and
the extreme Shi‘ite milieu, particularly with the Ahl-i Haqq sect and
the Alevi Zazas. The analysis pays special attention to specific markers
such as the cult of Malak-Tawus, the veneration of the black dog, and
the concept of reincarnation (tanasux) /53/.

In Yezidism, Malak-Tawus is a central figure embodying the
essence of faith. He is described as “having no companions” (besirik-
behaval), reflecting monotheistic traits transferred to the head of the
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sacred triad. The community’s name, milate Malak Tawds (“the
people of Malak-Tawus”), emphasizes his eponymous role. Within the
Ahl-i Haqq, Malak -Tawus is a more marginal character, identified
with Pir Dawud, one of the Ahl-i Haqq saints /91; 141, pp. 48, 53;
68, pp. 30-31/. However, a cult closely resembling that of the Yezidis
exists in the most secretive subdivision of Ahl-i Haqq — the sect of
Malak-Tawusi (“followers of Malak-Tawus”). Among the latter, Malak-
Tawus holds a special status as the divine guardian of the world.
Malak-Tawus is associated with the deified Shi‘ite Imam ‘Ali — he is the
eternal light of ‘Ali incarnate, ruling the world in this form /57/.

Veneration of the black dog represents another important parallel
between Yezidism and the extreme Shi‘ite milieu. Although absent in
modern traditions due to Islamic conceptions of dogs as ritually
impure, the cultic significance of the dog, particularly the black dog,
is documented among Yezidis and Zaza-Alevis /55; 36; 121, p. 204/.
Among the Yezidis of Sinjar, the dog held a high status, participated
in funeral rites, and symbolized protection from evil, as a being
endowed with apotropaic properties. Similar elements are noted
among Alevi Zazas in Central Anatolia. These practices reflect
remnants of ancient Iranian traditions, whose influence had persisted
in the Near Eastern contact zone even after Islam became established
in the region. Zoroastrian texts (Vendidad, Book of the Righteous
Viraz) emphasize the ritual significance of the black dog, detailing its
role in protective rites (sagdid- a rite safeguarding the dead from
malevolent spirits, purification rituals, etc.) and punishments for those
harming animals, both in this world and the next /140; 104; 174, pp.
141-143; 81, pp.139-163; 83; 161/.

Finally, the concept of soul transmigration, reincarnation
(tanasux), is another marker alien to Islamic dogma yet widespread in
the non-dogmatic milieu /132; 72; 119, pp. 102-109/.

In Yezidism, tanasux is largely lost; its elements persist marginally:
members of the spiritual caste of kochaks, reputed seers, are believed
capable of “seeing” the reincarnation of the deceased in trance.
Moreover, the Yezidi deity Sheikh Kiras (“Sheikh of Garment”)
symbolically oversees the change of bodies, with clothing as a
metaphor for physical existence /60; 59/.
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In the Ahl-i Haqq doctrine, tanasux appears in several forms: the
rebirth (transformation) of the whole universe associated with the
Judgment Day; the reincarnation of divine entities; and transmigration
of human souls-ascending or descending, dependent on individual
qualities. Similar concepts occur in the Nusayris-Alawi and Druze
traditions, indicating shared non-dogmatic and Gnostic notions of life
cycles and reincarnation in the region /132/.

Additional parallels include the worship of a single god through
manifestations, communal rituals emphasizing collective mystical
experience, spiritual brotherhood institutions, and the perception of
the community as a sacred dwelling for co-religionists (&zdixana
among Yezidis, and yaresan among Ahl-i Haqq) /63; 5/.

The third chapter identifies Gnostic ideas in Yezidism and
analyzes corresponding parallels in Gnostic traditions, whose ideas
had permeated the non-dogmatic Near Eastern milieu since the early
Christian era, and also reflected in Yezidism /48; 53, 55; 70/.

A striking example is the Gnostic aspect in the image of the single
god—xwade /48, pp. 9-108/, who does not intervene in worldly
affairs and functions as a typical Gnostic deus otiosus — an inactive
(detached) god, whose role in the Yezidi sacred history recedes in
favor of the triad and minor deities /68, p. 6/. Xwade delegates some
functions to Malak-Tawus, including even that of the demiurge,
highlighting a classic Gnostic problem of “denial of the world’s value
and attribution of its creation to an inferior, blind demiurge” /110,
pp. 349-350/.

The Gnostic roots are also evident in the figure of Malak-Tawus,
accompanied by seven angelic avatars participating in creation—similar
septenaries occur in Gnostic systems /70, p. 360; 110, p. 351/. A
parallel exists between Malak-Tawus and the Mandaean Tawus Melka,
an angel rebelling against the Great Life. The ambivalent figure of the
fallen angel in both traditions reflects common Gnostic motifs and
early apologetic interpretations of the fall /107, pp. 73-94; 55/.

Gnostic elements are also present in the above mentioned Yezidi
deity Sheikh Kiras, Spirit of Garment, overseeing death and soul
transmigration /68, pp. 77-80/. The concept of the body as
temporary attire — a Gnostic notion — is paralleled in Manichaean
tradition /M5, 63-66/, where the garment may be seen as a symbol
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of the primordial image of man, which endures in the higher realm
while he dwells in the material world /128, pp. 132-133; 47, p. 326/.

The chapter also analyzes Gnostic elements in a legend on the
origin of the Yezidis, reflecting apocryphal Gospel narratives /170/,
the symbolism of the serpent and pearl, as well as general derogatory
stereotypes rooted in accusations against Gnostics /54/.

Thus, the comprehensive analysis of Yezidism through the lens
of the Near Eastern non-dogmatic milieu allows the Yezidi religion to
be identified, with a considerable degree of confidence, as a
derivative of mystical Islam, having diverged from it and developed its
own syncretic doctrine with a significant gnostic component. In this
regard, Yezidism is not presented as an isolated religious system, but,
first, as a stable model of non-dogmatic religiosity, shaped within the
context of the interaction of diverse ideas, and, second, as an active
component of a meta-religious tradition, whose enduring trans-
doctrinal elements are also manifested across a number of other
constituents of the Near Eastern ethno-religious landscape.
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
