Visa Requirements

All international students must have a valid student visa to enter Indonesia. The process to obtain
this immigration document will take about 60 to 90 days, because student should get a study
permit (from the Ministry of Research, Technology & Higher Education in Indonesia) and telex visa
(from the Directorate General of Immigration-Jakarta).

Please be advised that immigration process can only be started after students receive the
Notification of Acceptance.

1. Monumen Nasional

Monumen Nasional (Monas) is a tall monument located on an 80-hectare
site. Its most striking feature is the flame-shaped tip covered in gold leaf,
symbolizing the burning spirit of Indonesia's struggle for independence.
Monas was built to commemorate Indonesia's fight during the 1945
Independence revolution.

2. Kota Tua Jakarta (Old Town)

Kota Tua Jakarta, also known as Batavia, Is a historic district in Indone-
sia’s capital, famous for its rich colonial architecture and cultural
heritage. It began as the Sunda Kelapa port in the 16th century during
the Hindu Pajajaran kingdom era and was a key maritime trade center.
Today, Kota Tua is a popular cultural tourism site featuring museums,
cafes, and preserved colonial buildings.

3. Taman Mini Indonesia Indah

Taman Mini Indonesia Indah (TMIl) was established as a cultural preser-
vation and development park. It showcases the diversity of Indonesia’s
provinces through miniature islands, regional pavilions, traditional
architecture, local arts, recreational parks, and various attractions
serving as a vibrant stage for arts, recreation, and education for visitors
of all ages.
