Each
presentation is allocated a total of 30 minutes (20 minutes for the presentation followed by 10
minutes for Q&A and discussion). Remote participation is fully supported and will be hosted via
a dedicated YSU Zoom link.

Posters: Poster sessions are intended for displaying research visually, offering an excellent
opportunity for individualized, informal discussions. A dedicated block of time will be scheduled
during the conference for presenters to discuss their work with attendees.

Abstract Length: Up to 250 words (including references).
Conference Languages: English and German.
